Whether the existing adjunct 
attachment hypothesis and models apply to 
Chinese English learners is unknown and needs 
further research. This study chooses 49 Chinese 
college students randomly to do the ambiguous 
sentence process by using Tobii T-120. The 
research shows that when they process those 
ambiguous sentences with RC attachment, the 
eye movement traces and oral report results 
both illustrate that Chinese students have NP1 
preference, which is totally different from the 
research whose subjects are English speakers or 
European languages, as for those speakers, they 
prefer NP2 preference. The conclusion is drawn 
that this is affected by the subjects’ native 
language--Chinese, because in Chinese, there is 
just one type of genitive, that is Saxon 

genitive NP1's NP2 , there isn’t Norman 
genitive (NP1 of NP2), which is the reason why 
Chinese process the sentence like “The son of 
the driver that had the moustache was pretty 
cool”, Chinese prefer to attach the relative 
clause “that had the moustache was pretty 
cool” to “the son”; however, English speakers 
prefer the model of late closure, that is, to “the 
driver”. Chinese English learners’ RC 
attachment preference supports the Relativized 
Relevance, that is, NP1 preference.

President Virginia Gale Jolly called the meeting to order at 11:15 AM 

 

II. Financial Report 

Vernon Lacour gave the financial and conference report. For this year's meeting we had a total of 86 participants (84 

members and 2 exhibitors). We will have in the bank at the end of the year about $7,000 and a CD for $3,000. 

 

III. 2011 Meeting 

Vernon Lacour was asked to look at the Jackson area. He talked to Eagle Ridge (the conference center of Hinds 

Community College) to find that although the facilities were very nice, the price is a little steep. He will continue to 

look up and down the I-20 corridor for a suitable facility.

negotiates the best price. 

 

IV. Officer Reports

The group discussed strategies for teachers' participation, including an accreditation 

workshop.
